Yes, everything from the edge of the white to the red bleed will get 
trimmed BUT it is absolutely necessary. Magazines always have to have 
the outer edge trimmed in order to make the pages align perfect, and 
Zine Club is no exception! If you do not have bleed, your spread will end 
up with whtie trim marks on the outer edge since the machine is not 
always accurate.

ANYWAY!

When you �nish your spread, follow these export instructions below...

1. Navigate to the top left ribbon, and select “File > Export > Export 
As...”

2. Name your �le “FirstName_LastName_ZineTheme_Date”, then select 
the �le type as “Adobe PDF”. Make sure the “All” checkbox is selected 
to make sure both artboards (pages) export. Then select “Export”.

3. A new options window will pop up. At the top of this window, set the 
Adobe PDF Preset as "[High Quality Print]", the 'Standard' to "None", 
and 'Compatibility' to "Acrobat 6 (PDF 1.5)".

4. Navigate to the 'Marks and Bleed' tab. Be absolutely sure you have 
the "Use Document Bleed Settings" checked and that the bleed is set 
to 0.125 inches.

5. Navigate to the 'Output' tab. Select the "Color Conversion" 
dropdown and set to "Convert to Destination". Then select the 
"Destination" dropdown and set to "Document CMYK - U.S. Web 
Coated (SWOP) v2".

It’s 12:26 pm on Valentine’s Day and Venus picks up. She 
excuses herself for running fashionably late because she was 
smoking a cigarette. She laughs, and her tooth gem sparkles.

*Laughing*. Oh god, where do I even begin? I would have to 
say the one episode in Steven Universe where two gems run to 
each other after being seperated. After watching it I ran to a 
mirror and looked at my reflection saying “I am gay. I am gay.” 
over and over again. And it felt right and I couldn’t stop laughing.

What was your “gay awakening”?

What was your experience of coming to
terms with your queerness like?

How did “Dyke Nite” start?

I was annoyingly gay in middle school. Seriously. I used to just 
tell people I was gay and loved talking about it. I dated boys and 
identified as bisexual for a while. It wasn’t until I was older when 
I was able to be openly gay again. I realized I was still a lesbian, 
and it was like going back to square one.

I had some experience with putting together 
events. I started hosting poetry nights, 
writing workshops, and more at Zen Haus 
in St. Paul’s Square. They were successful 
events and I enjoyed putting them together. 
One day, Blue Star Arts Complex reached 
out to me to give me the opportunity to 
organize an event at Brick, one of the 
largest venues in the city. I thought, with all 
that square footage, I gotta do a Dyke 
Nite. It wasn’t even a question. Although it 
was organized by me, and I was the only 
one behind the scenes, seeing it all come 
together and everyone show up and show 
out made it a community effort.
I had no idea that it was going to be as 
successful as it was.
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The first lesbian event that Venus 
hosted was “Dyke Nite” at Brick 
at Blue Star on 6/4/24. The event 
had DJ sets, a BDSM set, art 
vendors, clothing vendors and 
tooth gems. Venus constructed 
a chandelier made of carabiners 
that made it a perfect centerpiece 
for the space. The turnout was 
massive, loud, and exciting.

The second was “Dyke Nite (2)” 
at Zen Haus on 6/29/24. There 
was wrestling, haircuts, face 
paint, piercings, and tattoos. 
Venus made sure to have a fully 
queer team of vendors and artists 
to highlight the LGBTQIA+ 
community. I had never seen so 
many gays at once in my life. It 
was beautiful.

The third was “Dyke Night Play 
Haus” at The Bexar Collective. 
Every room of the house had a 
different event. In one room there 
was arm wrestling. In another, a 
game of poker. There were hors 
d’oeuvres served on trays by 
girls in lingerie. The highlight of 
the night was soap wrestling. The 
MC was San Antonio drag icon 
Mistress Baby Rae.  

She then went on to host “Lesbian Americans” at San Pedro 
Springs Park on 8/8/24, “Dyke Fright” at Brick at Blue Star on 
10/31/24, “LeatHER” at 800 Live on 11/30/24 before moving to 
Chicago to study art at the School of the Art Institute of Chicago.

People have asked me if there is going to be a Dyke Night in 
Chicago, but Dyke Night had a certain je ne sais quoi that 
cannot be replicated outside of Texas. However, I do plan on 
hosting events in Chicago. I am currently taking classes on 
printmaking, performance art, and photography, which has given 
me great resources for my art. I also contribute to SLIT, a new 
print-only lesbian porno mag in Chicago. I am excited to see 
where that goes...
